Chapter 1
Abraham seeks the blessings of the pa­
triarchal order—He is persecuted by 
false priests in Chaldea—Jehovah saves 
him—The origins and government of 
Egypt are reviewed.

I n the land of the a Chaldeans, at 
the residence of my fathers, I, 
b Abraham, saw that it was need-

ful for me to obtain another place 
of c residence;
2 And, finding there was greater 

a happiness and peace and rest for 
me, I sought for the blessings of the 
fathers, and the right whereunto I 
should be ordained to administer the 
same; having been myself a follower 
of b righteousness, desiring also to  
be one who possessed great c knowl-
edge, and to be a greater follower of  
righteousness, and to possess a greater 
knowledge, and to be a father of 
many d nations, a prince of peace, 
and e desiring to receive instructions, 
and to keep the commandments of 
God, I became a rightful heir, a f  High 
Priest, holding the right belonging 
to the fathers.
3 It was a conferred upon me from 

the fathers; it came down from the 
fathers, from the beginning of time, 
yea, even from the beginning, or 
before the foundation of the earth, 
down to the present time, even the 
right of the b firstborn, or the first 
man, who is c Adam, or first father, 
through the fathers unto me.
4 I sought for mine a appointment 

unto the Priesthood according to the 
appointment of God unto the b fathers 
concerning the seed.
5 My a fathers, having turned from 

their righteousness, and from the 
holy commandments which the Lord 
their God had given unto them, unto 
the worshiping of the b gods of the 
c heathen, utterly refused to hearken 
to my voice;
6 For their a hearts were set to do 

b evil, and were wholly turned to 
the god of c Elkenah, and the god of 
Libnah, and the god of Mahmackrah, 
and the god of Korash, and the god 
of Pharaoh, king of Egypt;
7 Therefore they turned their  

hearts to the sacrifice of the a heathen 
in offering up their children unto 
these dumb idols, and hearkened not 
unto my voice, but endeavored to

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take away my b life by the hand of 
the priest of Elkenah. The priest 
of Elkenah was also the priest of 
Pharaoh.
8 Now, at this time it was the cus-

tom of the priest of Pharaoh, the 
king of Egypt, to offer up upon the 
altar which was built in the land 
of Chaldea, for the offering unto 
these strange gods, men, women, 
and children.
9 And it came to pass that the  

priest made an offering unto the god 
of Pharaoh, and also unto the god of 
Shagreel, even after the manner of  
the Egyptians. Now the god of 
Shagreel was the sun.
10 Even the thank-offering of a 

child did the a priest of Pharaoh of-
fer upon the altar which stood by 
the hill called Potiphar’s Hill, at the 
head of the plain of Olishem.
11 Now, this priest had offered upon 

this altar three virgins at one time, 
who were the daughters of Onitah, 
one of the royal descent directly from 
the loins of a Ham. These virgins were 
offered up because of their virtue; 
they would not b bow down to wor-
ship gods of wood or of stone, there-
fore they were killed upon this altar, 
and it was done after the manner of 
the Egyptians.
12 And it came to pass that the 

priests laid violence upon me, that 
they might slay me also, as they did 
those virgins upon this altar; and 
that you may have a knowledge of 
this altar, I will refer you to the rep-
resentation at the commencement 
of this record.
13 It was made after the form of 

a bedstead, such as was had among 
the Chaldeans, and it stood be-
fore the gods of Elkenah, Libnah, 
Mahmackrah, Korash, and also a 

god like unto that of Pharaoh, king 
of Egypt.
14 That you may have an un-

derstanding of these gods, I have 
given you the fashion of them in 
the figures at the beginning, which 
manner of figures is called by the 
Chaldeans Rahleenos, which signi-
fies hieroglyphics.
15 And as they lifted up their hands 

upon me, that they might offer me 
up and take away my life, behold, I 
lifted up my voice unto the Lord my 
God, and the Lord a hearkened and 
heard, and he filled me with the vi-
sion of the Almighty, and the angel 
of his presence stood by me, and 
immediately b unloosed my bands;
16 And his voice was unto me: 

a Abraham, Abraham, behold, my 
b name is Jehovah, and I have heard 
thee, and have come down to deliver 
thee, and to take thee away from 
thy c father’s house, and from all thy 
kinsfolk, into a strange d land which 
thou knowest not of;
17 And this because they have 

turned their a hearts away from me, 
to worship the god of Elkenah, and 
the god of Libnah, and the god of 
Mahmackrah, and the god of Korash, 
and the god of Pharaoh, king of 
Egypt; therefore I have come down 
to b visit them, and to destroy him 
who hath lifted up his hand against 
thee, Abraham, my son, to take away 
thy life.
18 Behold, I will lead thee by my 

hand, and I will take thee, to put upon 
thee my name, even the Priesthood 
of thy father, and my power shall 
be over thee.
19 As it was with a Noah so shall it 

be with thee; but through thy min-
istry my b name shall be known in 
the earth c forever, for I am thy God.

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20 Behold, Potiphar’s Hill was in 
the land of a Ur, of Chaldea. And 
the Lord broke down the altar of 
Elkenah, and of the gods of the 
land, and utterly destroyed them, 
and smote the priest that he died; 
and there was great mourning in 
Chaldea, and also in the court of 
Pharaoh; which Pharaoh signifies 
king by royal blood.
21 Now this king of Egypt was a 

descendant from the a loins of b Ham, 
and was a partaker of the blood of 
the c Canaanites by birth.
22 From this descent sprang all 

the Egyptians, and thus the blood 
of the a Canaanites was preserved 
in the land.
23 The land of a Egypt being first 

discovered by a woman, who was the 
daughter of Ham, and the daughter 
of Egyptus, which in the Chaldean 
signifies Egypt, which signifies that 
which is forbidden;
24 When this woman discovered 

the land it was under water, who 
afterward settled her sons in it; and 
thus, from Ham, sprang that race 
which preserved the curse in the  
land.
25 Now the first a government of 

Egypt was established by Pharaoh, 
the eldest son of Egyptus, the daugh-
ter of Ham, and it was after the 
manner of the government of Ham,  
which was patriarchal.
26 Pharaoh, being a righteous man, 

established his kingdom and judged 
his people wisely and justly all his 
days, seeking earnestly to imitate 
that a order established by the fathers 
in the first generations, in the days 
of the first patriarchal reign, even 
in the reign of Adam, and also of 

Noah, his father, who blessed him 
with the b blessings of the earth, 
and with the blessings of wisdom, 
but cursed him as pertaining to the  
Priesthood.
27 Now, Pharaoh being of that lin-

eage by which he could not have 
the right of a Priesthood, notwith-
standing the Pharaohs would fain 
b claim it from Noah, through Ham, 
therefore my father was led away by 
their idolatry;
28 But I shall endeavor, hereafter, 

to delineate the chronology running 
back from myself to the beginning 
of the creation, for the a records have 
come into my hands, which I hold 
unto this present time.
29 Now, after the priest of Elkenah 

was smitten that he died, there came 
a fulfilment of those things which 
were said unto me concerning the 
land of Chaldea, that there should 
be a a famine in the land.
30 Accordingly a famine prevailed 

throughout all the land of Chaldea, 
and my father was sorely tormented 
because of the famine, and he re-
pented of the evil which he had de-
termined against me, to take away 
my a life.
31 But the a records of the fathers, 

even the patriarchs, concerning the 
right of Priesthood, the Lord my 
God preserved in mine own hands; 
therefore a knowledge of the begin-
ning of the creation, and also of the 
b planets, and of the stars, as they 
were made known unto the fathers, 
have I kept even unto this day, and I 
shall endeavor to write some of these 
things upon this c record, for the ben-
efit of my posterity that shall come  
after me.

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Chapter 2
Abraham leaves Ur to go to Canaan—
Jehovah appears to him at Haran—All 
gospel blessings are promised to his seed 
and through his seed to all—He goes 
to Canaan and on to Egypt.
Now the Lord God caused the a fam- 
ine to wax sore in the land of Ur, 
insomuch that b Haran, my broth- 
er, died; but c Terah, my father, 
yet lived in the land of Ur, of the  
Chaldees.
2 And it came to pass that I, Abra

ham, took a Sarai to wife, and b Nahor, 
my brother, took Milcah to wife, who 
was the c daughter of Haran.
3 Now the Lord had a said unto me: 

Abraham, get thee out of thy coun-
try, and from thy kindred, and from 
thy father’s house, unto a land that 
I will show thee.
4 Therefore I left the land of a Ur, 

of the Chaldees, to go into the land 
of Canaan; and I took Lot, my broth-
er’s son, and his wife, and Sarai my 
wife; and also my b father followed 
after me, unto the land which we 
denominated Haran.
5 And the famine abated; and my 

father tarried in Haran and dwelt 
there, as there were many flocks in 
Haran; and my father turned again 
unto his a idolatry, therefore he con-
tinued in Haran.
6 But I, Abraham, and Lot, my 

brother’s son, prayed unto the Lord, 
and the Lord a appeared unto me, 
and said unto me: Arise, and take 
Lot with thee; for I have purposed 
to take thee away out of Haran, and 
to make of thee a b minister to bear 
my c name in a strange d land which 
I will give unto thy seed after thee 
for an everlasting possession, when 
they hearken to my voice.
7 For I am the Lord thy God; I dwell 

in a heaven; the earth is my b foot-
stool; I stretch my hand over the sea, 
and it obeys my voice; I cause the 
wind and the fire to be my c char-
iot; I say to the mountains—Depart 
hence—and behold, they are taken 
away by a whirlwind, in an instant,  
suddenly.
8 My a name is Jehovah, and I b know 

the end from the beginning; therefore 
my hand shall be over thee.
9 And I will make of thee a great 

a nation, and I will b bless thee above 
measure, and make thy name great 
among all nations, and thou shalt be 
a blessing unto thy seed after thee, 
that in their hands they shall bear 
this ministry and c Priesthood unto 
all nations;
10 And I will a bless them through 

thy name; for as many as receive 
this b Gospel shall be called after thy 
c name, and shall be accounted thy 
d seed, and shall rise up and bless 
thee, as their e father;

11 And I will a bless them that bless 
thee, and b curse them that curse 
thee; and in thee (that is, in thy 
Priesthood) and in thy c seed (that is, 
thy Priesthood), for I give unto thee 
a promise that this d right shall con-
tinue in thee, and in thy seed after 
thee (that is to say, the literal seed, 
or the seed of the body) shall all the 
families of the earth be blessed, even 
with the blessings of the Gospel, 
which are the blessings of salvation, 
even of life eternal.
12 Now, after the Lord had with-

drawn from speaking to me, and 
withdrawn his face from me, I said 
in my heart: Thy servant has a sought 
thee earnestly; now I have found  
thee;
13 Thou didst send thine angel to 

a deliver me from the gods of Elkenah, 
and I will do well to hearken unto 
thy voice, therefore let thy servant 
rise up and depart in peace.
14 So I, Abraham, departed as the 

Lord had said unto me, and Lot with 
me; and I, Abraham, was a sixty and 
two years old when I departed out 
of Haran.
15 And I took Sarai, whom I took to 

wife when I was in Ur, in Chaldea, 
and Lot, my brother’s son, and all 
our substance that we had gathered, 
and the souls that we had a won in 
Haran, and came forth in the way 
to the land of Canaan, and dwelt in 
tents as we came on our way;
16 Therefore, a eternity was our 

covering and our b rock and our sal-
vation, as we journeyed from Haran 
by the way of c Jershon, to come to 
the land of Canaan.

17 Now I, Abraham, built an a altar 
in the land of Jershon, and made an 
offering unto the Lord, and prayed 
that the b famine might be turned 
away from my father’s house, that 
they might not perish.
18 And then we passed from Jershon 

through the land unto the place 
of Sechem; it was situated in the 
plains of Moreh, and we had al-
ready come into the borders of the 
land of the a Canaanites, and I of-
fered b sacrifice there in the plains 
of Moreh, and called on the Lord 
devoutly, because we had already 
come into the land of this idolatrous  
nation.
19 And the Lord a appeared unto 

me in answer to my prayers, and 
said unto me: Unto thy seed will I 
give this b land.
20 And I, Abraham, arose from the 

place of the altar which I had built 
unto the Lord, and removed from 
thence unto a mountain on the east 
of a Bethel, and pitched my tent there, 
Bethel on the west, and b Hai on the 
east; and there I built another c altar 
unto the Lord, and d called again upon 
the name of the Lord.
21 And I, Abraham, journeyed, go- 

ing on still towards the south; and 
there was a continuation of a famine 
in the land; and I, Abraham, concluded 
to go down into Egypt, to sojourn 
there, for the famine became very  
grievous.
22 And it came to pass when I was 

come near to enter into Egypt, the 
Lord a said unto me: Behold, Sarai, 
thy wife, is a very fair woman to 
look upon;

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23 Therefore it shall come to pass, 
when the Egyptians shall see her, 
they will say—She is his wife; and 
they will kill you, but they will save 
her alive; therefore see that ye do on 
this wise:
24 Let her say unto the Egyptians, 

she is thy sister, and thy soul shall live.
25 And it came to pass that I, 

Abraham, told Sarai, my wife, all 
that the Lord had said unto me—
Therefore say unto them, I pray thee, 
thou art my a sister, that it may be 
well with me for thy sake, and my 
soul shall live because of thee.

Chapter 3
Abraham learns about the sun, moon, 
and stars by means of the Urim and 
Thummim—The Lord reveals to him 
the eternal nature of spirits—He learns 
of pre-earth life, foreordination, the 
Creation, the choosing of a Redeemer, 
and the second estate of man.
And I, Abraham, had the a Urim and 
Thummim, which the Lord my God 
had given unto me, in Ur of the 
Chaldees;
2 And I saw the a stars, that they were 

very great, and that one of them was 
nearest unto the throne of God; and 
there were many great ones which 
were near unto it;
3 And the Lord said unto me: These 

are the governing ones; and the name 
of the great one is a Kolob, because 
it is near unto me, for I am the Lord 
thy God: I have set this one to gov-
ern all those which belong to the 
same order as that upon which thou  
standest.
4 And the Lord said unto me, by 

the Urim and Thummim, that Kolob 
was after the manner of the Lord, 
according to its a times and seasons 
in the revolutions thereof; that one 

revolution was a b day unto the Lord, 
after his manner of reckoning, it 
being one thousand c years accord-
ing to the time appointed unto that 
whereon thou standest. This is the 
reckoning of the Lord’s d time, ac-
cording to the reckoning of Kolob.
5 And the Lord said unto me: The 

planet which is the lesser light, lesser 
than that which is to rule the day, 
even the night, is above or a greater 
than that upon which thou standest 
in point of reckoning, for it moveth 
in order more slow; this is in order 
because it standeth above the earth 
upon which thou standest, therefore 
the reckoning of its time is not so 
many as to its number of days, and 
of months, and of years.
6 And the Lord said unto me: Now, 

Abraham, these a two facts exist, be-
hold thine eyes see it; it is given unto 
thee to know the times of reckoning, 
and the set time, yea, the set time of 
the earth upon which thou standest, 
and the set time of the greater light 
which is set to rule the day, and the 
set time of the lesser light which is 
set to rule the night.
7 Now the set time of the lesser light 

is a longer time as to its reckoning 
than the reckoning of the time of 
the earth upon which thou standest.
8 And where these two facts exist, 

there shall be another fact above 
them, that is, there shall be another 
planet whose reckoning of time shall 
be longer still;
9 And thus there shall be the reck-

oning of the time of one a planet 
above another, until thou come nigh 
unto Kolob, which Kolob is after the 
reckoning of the Lord’s time; which 
Kolob is set nigh unto the throne 
of God, to govern all those planets 
which belong to the same b order as 
that upon which thou standest.

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10 And it is given unto thee to know 
the set time of all the stars that are 
set to give light, until thou come near 
unto the throne of God.
11 Thus I, Abraham, a talked with the

Fig. 4. Answers to the Hebrew word Raukeeyang, signifying expanse, or the firmament 
of the heavens; also a numerical figure, in Egyptian signifying one thousand; answering to 
the measuring of the time of Oliblish, which is equal with Kolob in its revolution and in 
its measuring of time.

Fig. 5. Is called in Egyptian Enish-go-on-dosh; this is one of the governing planets also, 
and is said by the Egyptians to be the Sun, and to borrow its light from Kolob through the 
medium of Kae-e-vanrash, which is the grand Key, or, in other words, the governing power, 
which governs fifteen other fixed planets or stars, as also Floeese or the Moon, the Earth 
and the Sun in their annual revolutions. This planet receives its power through the medium 
of Kli-flos-is-es, or Hah-ko-kau-beam, the stars represented by numbers 22 and 23, receiving 
light from the revolutions of Kolob.
